c. Public Works — Larry stated that he would like to hire two more dammer help
and he would like to hire Robert Hollenbeck andnl&teo for the summer at
$8.00 per hour. Alderman Schuchmann made the matio hire Robert
Hollenbeck and John Steo for summer help at $8ddthpur. Alderman Denkler
seconded it and unanimously carried. Larry toldBbard that he is preparing the
specs for the bidding of having the 200,000 gallater tower painted.

City Hall — The Mayor stated that she would like to make dg@mmendation to
hire Christine Martin for the position of City Cleat $16.54 per hour. Alderman
Denkler made the motion to approve the Mayor’'s meo@ndation. Alderman
Macedo seconded it and unanimously carried. TheoMahen made the
recommendation to hire Shayla Clark as AP Clerg1&.00 per hour. Alderman
Denkler made the motion approve the Mayor's recomdagon. Alderman

Alderman Bridget Macedo stated that she was suimitter resignation from the
Board effective May 31, 2007 due to moving outld tity. The Mayor thanked
Alderman Macedo for all of her time and hard workbeehalf of the city.

The Mayor made the recommendation to appoint Wfilli&tinson as Alderman
from Ward 2 effective June 1, 2007. Alderman Macedade the motion to
appoint. Alderman Denkler seconded the motion.e Vate was two yeas and
two nays with the Mayor voting in favor of the apgment.

Karen asked the Board about having a special ngeétfiore the workshop on
Monday, June 4to award a contract for sludge removal, since tigieds to be



done before work can start on the wastewater teatrapgrade. The Board
stated that worked for them.

Karen told the Board that the cemetery had receavestheck in the amount of
