Bbard agreed that bills could be approved on
November 2% during the special meeting being held for Budgshe also brought up a request
from a resident that claims they made a paymentheir account but it was applied to another
account with the same last name. The Board disdus@nd asked to postpone to research if the
other party had a receipt for payment.

Treasurer - Karen Girondo said October Financials arehentable and said we are still ahead of
last year in collections of revenue. She statedvegbnt to the last Memorial Society Meeting on
Friday and they asked about their $5,000 for mowii8he said the interest on the Endowment
Fund is only 1.2 percent at this time and theyraregetting much interest off of it, only a little
over $400 a month on it. The mower was at the mgetnd he is raising his fee to $800 per month
from $750. If there is no objection there will belgeck in the next bills. Karen said she needs to
transfer the $100,000 that was budgeted from \\2¢greciation to Water Fund for the water line
project and also transfer from the Sewer Replacéeifand to the Bond Fund. The Board had not
problem with the transfers.

Economic Development Karen Girondo said she attended a MEDC ConferencEommercial
Development and said the big emphasis is on “growr yown”. They had a preconstruction
meeting on the Sidewalk Project on Novemb®r énd they are in town today working on it and
will start pouring sidewalks Monday November™.5She said Cochran will have someone on site
2 to 3 days a week. Nancy Huster asked aboutsSaott Karen Girondo said it is progressing.
