She was concerned about the hagbrwisage at her property when no one was
living there. Ms. Buzzanga was concerned aboull8®90 gallons used in August and questioned
how could it be that high. Alderman Schuchmanrest#at it sounds like an amount used to fill a
pool. Ms. Buzzanga stated that she gave a pdbktoeighbor and she would check to see if they
used her water to fill the pool. Alderman Schuchmalso explained the procedure for meter
testing and the charge involved if the meter wasfoond to be faulty. Ms. Buzzanga said she
would continue to monitor the bill for a while beéodoing anything else.

Spring Hill Meadows Homeowners Association- Mary Vallie, Becky Burge and Nathan Jones
signed a letter to the Board from the Homeownersoaistion of Spring Hill Meadows asking the
Board for consideration of some items to assistaaping their neighborhood safe.

Park - Curt Kehoe was present and said the work on #wve park activity building is making
progress. The water and sewer lines are in tdthieing CenturyTel installed their telephone
cable. Ameren has set the transformers and arkedoup and the furnaces are in and working.
The drywall is up and taping is being done. Thedews are in but there is a problem with the
doors and they are working on it. The interioepdlone cable and sound system wiring was done
by Rob Gordon. The top soil has been being hatdethe Wright City Cemetery by Lamb
Construction. Curt said he is working on the Cdéerof Events for next year. He said he almost
had the plans ready to submit for the Grant at H@apot but have to be amended because of
where the sewer lines were installed. AldermanuBicimann advised Curt not to push the
painting on the new Park building to be done bydatspletion date in February.

Public Works - Larry Janish was present and gave his report. Lalkedabout the Lift Station

at Locust Street. They finished reconstructiomhef lift station on Locust. The final bills should
be under $8,000. Larry said they purchased maltand cinders which should carry them
through the entire winter. Larry discussed Raymoalarms for the wells The price for one (1)
year for three wells would be $900 and for threpy@ars it will be $1836. Larry said it is a
contract and he would like to have it on the Decen@f" Agenda. The fee would be charged to
the Well Account.

Building Official - Larry said for 43 Kerland Drive the JudgeefinMr. McRae $200 and would
have to pay a total of $300 if he failed to keep frioperty in compliance with City Codes. Larry

Economic Development- Karen said things have been slow but met withr@spect at the
industrial park and worked with them to get infotioa on electric and utilities. She said she will
be traveling to Jefferson City with ECMODEYV on Detger 22° to visit with the staff from DED

to wish them Happy Holidays and to remember LincMontgomery and Warren County for their
projects. After the New Year she will visit andedrview the City Businesses for the BRE
Program through Ameren.
