Tags
cost $2.00 for spayed/neutered
pets and $4.00 for unspayed or
un-neutered pets. Animals not
securely confined to the own-
er’s yard by means of leash,
chain, or fence shall be
deemed at large and if picked
up by Animal Control there is
a $25 fine plus board cost. Pet
owners can be ticketed for
allowing pets to run loose.
