Chief Saulters
said there is a light on the corner that can beeettd. He also would like an outside outlet in
that area so the cars can be vacuumed out. kaiththey will start on the Huster Drainage
Project as soon as the easements are all sigraady 4aid he gave up on the Railroad approval
of the sign so he plans to install the sign on Béobaway's property after he removes the tree.



He said Ms. Hollaway gave permission for the sigd & remove the tree. Larry discussed
street sweeping and said there is only one compdunsh is Contractor’s Municipal Sweeping.
The cost is approximately $1500. The Board infairharry to proceed with street sweeping.
Larry said he is going out on bids for street stgfor Bell Road, Westwoods Road and Roelker
Road. He stated Roelker Road has never beendstriparry said he will get bids and come
back to the next meeting with prices and statedswalks are included. Alderman Schuchmann
asked Larry Janish if he ever got together withcivatractor regarding the hole in the pressure
line at Spring Lakes. He said we have all of theices on it now and will contact them.
Building Official - Larry Janish stated there were two (2) New H&®anits issued for Regeon

Police Department —Chief Saulters gave a report to the Board. He thag've had 585 calls in
the last two weeks and 61 of those are incidenbrtspon stealing, traffic stops, arrests, etc.
They've had two (2) burglaries and have suspect®awh case. He asked the Board about
getting a portable wire dog cage to provide fotax@to lock up a dog while they are waiting for
Animal Control to pick it up. He discussed puttiihigat the northeast corner of the building
where they asking for additional parking. He dawmbin Polston takes care of most of them if
they are good natured. The officers are not eqagp handle a vicious animal. He suggested
a five foot high cage and Alderman Schuchmann sstgdea 2 x 3 ft. cage with a top on it.
Larry said he may know where he can get one anldletithe Board know. Chief also asked
about a choke pole for catching a dog.

City Hall — City Clerk Christine Martin said some of herggpsuch as Business License has
been taken care of.
